Online Film Festival Rules
1. Small Screen, Big Film
Small Screen, Big Film is an online filmmaking competition and film festival, operated by the British Council, for young and emerging filmmakers who are resident in 6 Gulf states, and to Gulf diaspora residents in the UK, aged 14-25 (the “Competition”).

The competition will be open for 3 months for the filmmakers to produce and submit films, up to 3 mins in length, for consideration for the Online Film Festival.  A final short list of up to 20 short films will be showcased online and through screenings in the Gulf from Thursday 15 March 2018 – Sunday 25 March 2018. 

The films must be filmed on either a Smartphone or Tablet.

A winner and runner up in two categories – under 18 and over 18 – will be decided by a panel of industry judges.  
Winners will be announced on Thursday 29 March 2018 at an event in the Gulf (to be announced), and on the British Council website.
2. Territory and eligibility

The Competition is open to participants aged 14-25 who are either residents of the 6 GCC Countries (Saudia Arabia, Kuwait, United Arab Emirates, Qatar, Bahrain, Oman), or GCC Nationals who are resident in the UK.  Where a participant is under the age of 18, their entry must be submitted on behalf of the participant by a parent/guardian over the age of 18 years who, in submitting the entry, agrees to and accepts these Competition Rules.

No participant may win more than one prize.

Entry to the Competition is free of charge although participants are responsible for their own costs of connecting to the Internet to make the online entry, and the cost of producing their entry film.
Films submitted must be:

· No longer than 3 minutes (180 seconds)
· Fiction

· Must be filmed or created on a smartphone or tablet

· Live action or stop motion animation 
· In Arabic or English

· Must not contain material that infringes the copyright of others (Music, video / audio sound clips, based on existing copyrighted material such as books or graphic novels for example) and all performers must have given their permission to be in the film.

· Suitable to be seen by under 18s

3. Film Festival key dates

The opening date of the Competition is 18h00 GST Tuesday 28 November and the closing date is 18h00 GST 19 February  2018.  Any entry received after the closing date will not be judged for inclusion in the online Film Festival.  The British Council accepts no responsibility whatsoever for any technical failure or malfunction or any other problem with any system, server, provider or otherwise that may result in any entry being lost, delayed or not properly registered.

After the closing date all entries will be judged and a short list of up to twenty finalists will be announced, and these short film entries will be showcased publicly, online, via the British Council’s MENA channel.
This selection of up to twenty films comprises the online film festival.

Films that are included in the online Film Festival will be translated and subtitled into English or Arabic as appropriate.

The Finalists will be notified that their films have been selected for the online film festival by 2 March 2018. This notification will be made to the email address provided by the shortlisted entrant when they entered the Film Festival in accordance with section 4 of these Competition Rules.  
The Online Film Festival will be live on the British Council MENA channel – collected likes and comments - from Thursday 15 March 2018 – Thursday 29 March 2018, and the competition winners will be announced at an event on Thursday 29 March 2018. Audiences will be encouraged to view and like their favourite films. The number of audience likes and views will be taken into consideration in the judging process.
After Thursday 29 March 2018, films will remain on the British Council MENA channel, but comments will be disabled from this point.

The British Council will the inform the winners of how to claim their prize and of any additional information or steps required to enable the British Council to provide them with the prize.  The British Council reserves the right to award the relevant prize to another Competition participant if the prize is not claimed within 2 weeks after such notification.

4. How to enter

The Competition will be promoted through the British Council Kuwait website https://www.britishcouncil.com.kw/en/programmes/arts/gulf-smartphone-film-competition 
To enter participants must acess the webform https://www.britishcouncil.com.kw/en/programmes/arts/gulf-smartphone-film-competition/entry where they will be asked to give the following details:
· Enter their first and last name, email address and a contact telephone number (with country and area codes) where indicated
· Permission to apply by a parent or legal guardian, if under 18
· Password protected Vimeo link to their film entry
· Confirm that the film uses no material that infringes the rights of others and all those appearing in the film have both a) given permission and b) know that the film might be screened online. Agree to these Competition Rules by clicking the “I Agree” button.

· Click on the “Submit” button.
5. Prizes and selection of winning entries

The final shortlist – the finalists – will be selected by the British Council.

One winner, one runner up (“The winners”) will be selected in each of the two age groups – under 18 and over 18.   The winners will be be selected by a panel of judges, made up of film industry experts from the UK and the Gulf, appointed by the British Council.  The judges’ decision is final and binding.
No correspondence will be entered into with the unsuccessful entrants.
Winners will receive professional coaching on a one to one basis from a UK film industry expert. Winners will also receive media training so that they can confidently talk about their work. Winners will be invited to a screening of their work and be invited to sit on a panel alongside their coach to discuss the work with an invited group of Young people.
Prizes are personal to the winners and cannot be transferred to any third party.  Prizes cannot be exchanged for money or any other goods or services.

The British Council accepts no responsibility for failure to notify winning participants or failure to deliver prizes where such failure results from the provision of inaccurate contact details by the participants or from the acts or omissions of any third party (including, without limitation, any internet or postal service provider) and shall have no liability to any entrant if it is prevented from or delayed in delivering any aspect of the Competition or the prizes by acts, events, omissions or accidents beyond its reasonable control.
The British Council does not offer any insurance in connection with the prize.  Each prize winner may arrange their own insurance in respect of the prize, if applicable.

6. Personal data

The British Council will collect and store the names and email addresses of all participants and the additional contact details of winners as anticipated by sections 4 and 5 above.  The British Council will use this personal data for the following purposes: 

· managing the relationship between the participants and the British Council;

· communicating with participants to answer their queries about the Competition;

· communicating with winners and arranging delivery of their prizes; and
· marketing and publicity in accordance with section 7 below. 

By participating in the Competition, participants consent to their personal data being processed by the British Council in accordance with, and for the purposes set out in, this section 6.

Participants can exercise their rights to access their personal data held by the British Council and withdraw their consent to the processing of their personal data by sending an email, accompanied by a scanned photocopy of their valid passport to: SmallScreenBigFilm@britishcouncil.org 
7. Publicity and rights

The British Council intends to publish the names and photographs of the winners and finalists on the British Council’s websites, Facebook pages, Twitter pages, press releases and in other promotional and marketing material.  In addition, the British Council may write and publish articles about the winners’ enjoyment of their prize.  By entering the Competition, each participant agrees to the use of their name and image and agrees to co-operate with any such publicity.
Participants will retain copyright in the films that they submit to the British Council.  By entering the Competition each participant grants the British Council, free of charge, permission to use the films (including, without limitation, modifying and adapting it for operational and editorial reasons) in any media worldwide for purposes connected with the Competition, including online.  Participants who win the prizes grant the British Council further permission to publish and exhibit their entry material (including, without limitation, modifying, translating and adapting it for operational and editorial reasons) in print and any media worldwide for any British Council purpose, including dissemination on the British Council MENA channel.  Each participant confirms that the entry material is their original work, is not defamatory and does not infringe any English laws, that they have the right to give the British Council permission to use it for the purposes specified above. In addition each participant confirms that all necessary consents for the submission of the entry material have been obtained, including consent from individuals featured in the film, and permission to use other people’s music or artwork in the film, such consents and permissions owned by individuals and/or other organisations to be provided in writing on request. For music, the easiest way to avoid copyright infringement is to use your own original music or music available on a Creative Commons licence. By participating in the Competition, participants agree that they will not use, broadcast, publish, export, exploit, reproduce nor copy part or all of the Council’s Materials. 

8. General
The British Council may disqualify or refuse to accept the entry of any participant which does not meet the eligibility criteria in section 2 or does not otherwise comply with these Competition Rules. 
Minors under the age of 18 must seek the consent of their parent or guardian in order to be eligible to enter the Competition.
These Competition Rules shall be governed by and interpreted in accordance with the laws of England and Wales and the courts of England and Wales shall have exclusive jurisdiction over any disputes or claims (including, without limitation, non-contractual disputes or claims) arising out of or in connection with the Competition.

9. Acceptance of Competition Rules

By participating in this Competition, participants are deemed to have accept these Competition Rules.
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
